During the 2025 calendar year, staff of the Red River Valley Juvenile Center received and responded to
(3) allegations of resident sexual abuse or harassment:

2 Allegations of sexual abuse of a resident by another resident.
1 Allegation of sexual harassment of a resident by another resident.

Investigations into the (3) allegations resulted in the following determinations:

1 Substantiated allegation of sexual abuse of a resident by another resident.
1 Unsubstantiated allegation of sexual abuse of a resident by another resident.
1 Unsubstantiated allegations of sexual harassment of a resident by another resident.

Note: The substantiated allegation of sexual abuse involved a resident inappropriately touching another
resident.

Historically, the limited number of sexual harassment incidents and sexual abuse reports indicates that staffing
levels are appropriate and a facility culture exists with a Zero Tolerance of resident sexual abuse or harassment.
Staff have appeared aware and alert of their role in responding to allegations and report allegations promptly.
Multiple reporting mechanisms are in place for residents to report allegations to include a suggestion / reporting
box on each side of the facility for anonymous reports.
